The FUN RUN (PTA/Principal Fundraiser) was a huge success and
we truly appreciate all of your support to help us raise funds.

Reading and Math program; 4) allow us to purchase literacy resources for
students.

| am thankful to be a part of the Baranoff community (this is my 11"
year) and am blessed to work with wonderful children, strong educators, and
compassionate parents each day. By working together, we make this a great
place for kids to learn. As a large school, there can be challenges for us as a
community of learners as we continue to refine our systems and programs to
ensure we address our changing needs (IE: funding lunch monitors).

More importantly, we want everyone at Baranoff to feel they have
effective lines of communication in place. The teaching staff provides, at
minimum, a monthly newsletter. Some grade levels choose to communicate
information via their teacher/grade level website. Either way, you should get
communication from your child’s teacher/grade level about areas of study,
upcoming events, and things to know. Teachers also utilize daily folders and
the BDR for two-way communication with parents. This communication is
often focused on behavioral concerns, academic notes, or general reminders.

As the Principal, | provide weekly electronic communication
(Thursday Eblasts) for parents that include announcements, reminders, and
list upcoming school events. There is also a monthly school wide newsletter,
which includes news from key support staff (Art, Music, PE, Library, and
Counselors). We have an active website and twitter account.

While we would like to think our communication is clear, the reality is
it isn’t always. When parents have any questions about academics or
behavior, or any other issue that occurs with your child, it is vital that you go
to the source as quickly as possible to seek clarification. When your child
shares something, or you are just not sure, please follow the mantra “when in
doubt, ask to find out”. All Baranoff staff appreciates your involvement and
wants to be able to have the opportunity to talk any concerns over with you.
We want to ensure that miscommunication, misunderstandings, or
misinformation is addressed before a small thing grows into a bigger
problem. We sincerely appreciate your partnership and commitment to
ensure each child succeeds.

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Kindergarten has finished their latest work of art, a "linear
landscape" painting. After display, these will be graded and
sent home. Next we will learn about geometric shapes and will
create a robot with cut paper.

First graders explored the art of Reggie Laurent and
completed a work of art modeled after his geometric/freeform
style. Now, we're working on a Kandinsky tree landscape. Our
next project will be studying color mixing in order to create
cupcake paintings.

Second graders will create a geometric cityscape using
collage techniques and coordinated colors to create interesting
buildings on a painted warm or cool sky background. Next,
students will do a project that explores color value to paint ice
cream cones.

Third graders are using intermediate colors to create a
portrait. In a separate project, we'll use drawing and coloring to
create geometric and freeform shapes for a James Rizzi style
city. Students will animate their buildings, using personification
to make a fun cityscape.

Fourth graders finished learning about contour line using a
shoe of their choice as the subject. We've moved on to looking
at the art of New Zealand painter Raewyn Harris. Students will
work to create geometric and freeform shapes to enhance the
flow and beauty of the koru, a spiral shape based on the
unfurling silver fern frond of the ponga plant. We'll use
watercolor pencil and watercolor on illustrations to add the feel
of nature and the natural environment.

Fifth graders are focusing on skill building, incorporating line,
value, and movement to draw a hand adorned with one or
more flowing ribbons. Next, they’ll use proportion to create a
human figure. Fifth grade will also be the first this school year
to work on their clay project. Creating, drying, firing, glazing,
and firing again will take some time to complete!

We want to give a huge thank you to those able to participate in
our yearly art fundraiser. Participation in this fundraiser is optional
but greatly appreciated. The money we make goes toward
enhancing our art program at Baranoff Elementary.

WE ARE WELLNESS

We are finishing up our fall Fitness unit. In a few
weeks our younger students will be introduced to
the concept of continuously dribbling a ball and all
of us will work toward dribbling under control.

Also, this month we will learn how substance
abuse negatively affects the human body. In
addition, our friend, Mr. Bones, will return to our
bulletin board because we will begin studying
bones of the human body.
